The city of Albany is now offering, free of charge, an additional
 “GREEN” recycling bin to city residents to be used for paper and cardboard only.

? This bin does not replace the blue bin provided to you by the city.

? You will still use the blue bin for your glass, cans and plastic containers.

? You will then put your newspapers, shredded paper  and cardboard loose in the  

green bin..    

By separating your glass, cans and plastics containers from your paper
it will enable you to recycle more of each item.

Residents who do not generate enough paper for 2 recycling bins may continue to use the blue bin.

This offer is extended to City of Albany residents who live in residential
dwellings with (4) four or less units located on a single property.

All others, including mixed occupancy buildings, must contract for private collection.
