Public Safety

Zoning and Code Enforcement
a. Officer Isgro reported that new State code requires all residential dwellings have a carbon monoxide detector on bedroom level. Check expiration date; detectors last only 5-7 years. 
b. Issue of Price Chopper shopping carts left around the neighborhood. Officer Isgro advised writing a letter on PHNA stationery to Mona Golub to report this safety issue and asking for a solution.
