t. Mike  Trembley of the NEIGHBORHOOD ENGAGEMENT UNIT gave:
· A general update on progress in launching the Unit, division of the territory of Pine Hills, introduction of the two “Beat Officers” present, Officer Noonan and Officer Noonan ; 
· An enthusiastic report on the first three days of actual operation.

· Enhanced coverage by Car #104 will continue on weekends;

· NEU is looking for input from community; is working with colleges especially regarding security during breaks.

· Lt. Trembley  took questions from the audience.

resident called for reports:

· Secretary – Minutes of November meeting approved

· Membership – Virginia Hammer indicated DUES are DUE!; also planning is underway for National Night out.
· Treasurer - $950.00 balance business and property owner.
· Communications – President  indicated a chair of the committee is being sought

· Public Safety – Officer Romand indicated burglary/robbery crimes have not been “too bad”; still see breaking and entering cars to obtain electronics and crimes of opportunity, i.e. entering unlocked homes. Discussed Neighborhood Watch signs…need to have small, interested groups convene, keep in touch with department, meet with community  officer every month and after 1 ½ or 2 months of proving seriousness a Neighborhood Watch sign would be issued for the area.
· Codes – Chris Kollias, AFD, said that Neighborhood Watch participants can notify his office of observed violations; landlords will be informed; he also announced a firefighter exam being held in early March.
· CANA – Gene Solan indicated Mayor Jennings would be speaking at CANA in February;
OLD BUSINESS:

· Question under consideration – is Mayor Jennings’ suggestion that bars in Pine Hills close at 2 a.m. Todd indicated that it is 4 to 5 – 1 in favor in Pine Hills; John Hammer pointed out biz owners should have opportunity to be heard; Mike D’Attilio and Todd meeting to see how mayor’s proposal can be supported. Student leader says it would proliferate house parties.
· Due to St Patrick’s Day , March meeting will be 3/24.

· Gene Solan announced the opportunity to nominate candidates for three  Neighborhood Service Awards for individual, business, and property owner.

·  President announced PHNA needs communications chair and will shortly need a treasurer.
· The 2011 LaSallian Service Award will go to PHNA, Assemblyman Jack McEnaney. The awards will be given at a fundraiser May 5. Laurie Lieman and Karen Noonan are helping with plans.
· College of St. Rose car share plan was briefly described.

· The CSR proposed Resident Hall/ parking facility: PHNA reps to meet with College, Historic Albany re NA’s concerns. CSR will then meet with their architects.

· Discussion of proposed pizzeria at 791 Madison, formerly a cyber café, in property owned by Lily Kwan; hours proposed 11 am to 10 pm; need special use permit for take out and delivery.
