PROGRAM- 
Doug Bullock, County Legislator, noted that there will be a Real Property Auction Saturday at Empire State Plaza and there is interest  in demolishing the cleaner at 556 Washington Av which has been abandoned for years. -

Marcus Buckley, V. P. of Finance, College of Saint Rose- reviewed CSR’s master plan- put it in context- planning  took several years- identify objectives from city, neighborhood, college points of view;  result: need few day classrooms, more night classrooms; identify short and long-term projects; plan to remain @ 5000 students (3000 undergrads & 2000 grad students); the college does not plan to increase its footprint.

· The college purchased the building next to Magin and Keegan Funeral Home for facilities building; they have not finalized their plans for the old one but it might be used for green space in far future. 

· The college leases Brubacher Hall and  U. Albany would like it back; has about 20 years on the lease; 
· 1006 Madison Av has received an Historic Preservation award; 
· 996 Madison Av will be headquarters for School of Business; 

· School of Business still being designed- 994 Madison Av-Jim McKinney, Architect-  large addition- ¼ of the existing bldg. to be razed; will recreate the original bldg. as much as possible; Trustee Richard Heather’s gift is helping to make this possible and the building will be named for him- teaches at Notre Dame-

· The college has offered to pay to help with Madison Av calming… to create boulevard

· In response to a question, Marcus reported that Car Share is working pretty well
Nancy Ost, Ambassador for Camp Wa Wa Segowea of CD YMCA asked for time to make us of the aware of this relatively new Y camp… near Great Barrington … 200 acres… small lake … …less expensive than Chingacook with some scholarships available
